
General Rules/Regulations:

 Entry form due to the Wisconsin Valley Fair Office on July 7, 2010

 A $100.00 deposit will be required per exhibiting farm, if circumstances arise in which you
cannot exhibit your deposit will be returned if the Wisconsin Valley Fair is notified prior to July
19, 2010. The deposit will be returned to each farm at the completion of the Invitational on
August 8, 2010.

 One entry per class per exhibitor farm will be allowed

 Each exhibitor farm will be provided up to four (4) daily parking passes and ten (10) daily
admission passes for entry into the fair on Sunday August 8, 2010 to participate in the
Invitational, please note the number of passes your farm will need on the entry form.

 You will only be paid for participating in the class if you complete the judging and placing for
the class. (If you are asked to leave the ring by the judge or ring man for safety reasons, you will
receive the pay-out for the class)

 All equine animals shall be accompanied by documentation (original laboratory report VS 10-11
or Certificate of Veterinary Inspection) of a negative Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) test
conducted within the current calendar year and which clearly identifies the equine by a
registration number, lip tattoo or freeze brand, or a complete description of the equine.

 Unsportsmanlike conduct by any exhibitor, trainer, or owner will not be tolerated and any
violator will be excused from the arena. Inhumane treatment of the animal in the show arena,
warm-up area, stall, runway, or anywhere on the grounds of Marathon Park, or cruelty to or
abuse of an animal by any person, is forbidden and renders the offender subject to penalty. The
Show Management/Board of Directors may bar violators from further participation for the
remainder of the Invitational.

REMINDER: This is the Wisconsin Valley Fair Draft Horse Invitational and under the control of the
Wisconsin Valley Fair board. All rules and regulations will be enforced and are subject to change at the
discretion of the Wisconsin Valley Fair board. Any concerns or suggestions may be submitted,
preferably in writing to the Wisconsin Valley Fair Office and Board of Directors.
